President’s Message on the Proposed
Revised Architectural Review Guidelines

he KCHOA Board of Directors (“Board”) has revised the architectural guidelines used by the Architectural Review

Committee (“ARC”). The purpose of the guidelines is to help maintain home values through common minimum standards
of the neighborhood. With this letter, I ask for your input on these guidelines. The proposed guidelines are available online at
www.kchoa.org. Due to major reformatting changes, a redlined copy is not available.

Last year, Board chairman Jim Houde set up a committee to update the 1996 ARC guidelines. The committee, headed by Bill
Bouffard, held three public hearings, and the revised guidelines are the result. The Board intends to vote on and adopt these
guidelines this fall, and hopes to incorporate as many of your comments as possible. Starting with the spring walk-through of
2008, these updated guidelines are the rules that will be applied to all lots.

As the neighborhood ages, with many of the homes over 35 years old, many major things need to be replaced, repaired, and
improved. The Board feels it is its duty to closely monitor the condition of the neighborhood to make sure that houses do not
deteriorate to the point where the neighborhood begins to look run-down and dilapidated. That means continuing to enforce
the ARC guidelines in an even-handed but fair and consistent manner.

We realize that homeownership is not easy, and that replacing a roof, siding, A/C unit, or having a driveway repaved can be
very expensive. Enforcement of the ARC guidelines may sometimes incur a heavy monetary cost, but these costs are necessary
to ensure that houses and yards do not fall into disrepair. All homeowners joined KCHOA with the understanding that they
would maintain their properties. The Board will not permit overgrown yards or unattractive houses.

Finally, members of both the ARC and the Board are volunteers. We do this because we want the neighborhood to be an
inviting place for homeowners and families. If you disagree about something, please let us know politely. Write a letter or
attend a board meeting, or even better, run for a position on the Board or ARC.

The following is an overview of the way the KCHOA works and the ARC process.

Authority: Kingston Chase is regulated by the Declaration of Covenants that each of us accepted upon buying a home in the
neighborhood. This “constitution” sets up a governing board and an architectural control committee to maintain home values
through common minimum standards. The KCHOA bylaws and the ARC guidelines are the two main ways that this
constitutional purpose is implemented. The ARC guidelines are used by the ARC, and available to you, as a guide for
maintaining and improving your lot.

Maintaining your lot: The ARC conducts a spring and fall walkthrough of the neighborhood, noting items that are in violation
of the guidelines. It will then send a letter asking homeowners to remedy the item(s) within 30 days. If this is not remedied, the
ARC may refer the matter to the Board, which will review the matter and hold a hearing with the homeowner. The Board is
authorized to issue fines, place liens on the property, or sue in court to remedy the problems at the homeowner’s expense. The
KCHOA has done each of these with certain particularly intransigent homeowners, and always as a last resort. Earlier this
year, a court awarded KCHOA a $2,000 judgment against a homeowner who refused to repair a particularly visible violation.

However, the purpose of the ARC is not to fine you, but to remedy the problem. The goal is to get you to communicate with
the ARC early. If you show an intent to cooperate, the ARC will give you a reasonable opportunity to comply. Though the
ARC does have flexibility in how to implement the guidelines, it is not authorized to waive the requirements therein.

Regardless of whether the house is a rental property or owner-occupied, the same rules apply.

The following are examples of what the ARC guidelines generally address. For yards, the ARC will issue citations for mowing
and trimming, removing dead branches and bushes. The same is true for structural problems, such as rotten mailbox posts,
hanging shutters, rusted lamps, broken garage doors, and potholed driveways. For unsightly nuisances, like garbage cans, dirty
siding, boats or unlicensed cars, homeowners can be cited too.

A person who skips mowing one weekend or two, or forgets to take in the garbage cans one day, or waits a month before
getting his broken shutter repaired, will not be fined. The guidelines are aimed at homeowners who either haven’t noticed
what’s wrong with their property or repeatedly ignore the rules.

Improvements and changes: As a basic rule, anything that will be visible to an outside observer needs to be reviewed and
approved by the ARC. (You can do anything you want to the inside of your house.) Before you begin, submit an application
outlining what you plan to do, which colors and materials you intend to use.

We encourage improvements, and the ARC approves over 90% of all applications. The extra step of requiring pre-approval
may sound like an unnecessary bureaucracy, but there will always be someone who thinks that neon-pink siding is pretty, or
thinks that a cardboard shed is sufficiently sturdy. The ARC may cite those improvements that were not pre-approved. If in
violation of the guidelines, the ARC is authorized to demand that you remove or amend the improvement until it is in
compliance.

In general, the guidelines set basic standards for improvements, like the size and number of sheds, the color of trim around
windows and doors, mandating distances from lot line and neighbors, and height and density of fencing. For example, fences
are not permitted in the front yard and this is in order to preserve the open character of the neighborhood. Backyards and
corner lots can have fences, but no barricades or chain-links. Colors should match, and so on.

Conclusion: Please, take a look at the ARC guidelines. Let us know over the next month if there is anything in there that is
particularly egregious that you disagree with and would like changed, or if there is a standard that you would like to add that
would improve your homeownership experience. You can write an email to guidelines@kchoa.org or attend one of the
following upcoming Board meetings scheduled for October 8, November 12, or December 10 at 7:30 p.m. at the clubhouse.
